AMC EXPLOSIVES SITE PLAN AND SAFETY SUBMISSION ROUTING PROCEDURES

1.  Only one AMC MSC is involved (See Figure 1):

a.  The installation will prepare the site plan/safety submission.

b.  Forward it through Command Channels to their respective MSC Headquarters.  

c.  The MSC will approve and forward it to the Director, U.S. Technical Center for Explosives Safety (USATCES), ATTN:  SMAAC-EST, 1 C Tree Road, McAlester, OK  74501-9053 for Army-level approval and processing through the Department of Defense Explosives Safety Board (DDESB).  

d.  For each site plan/safety submission, the MSC will forward an information copy of the basic correspondence (less enclosures) and related memorandums to AMC Headquarters (ATTN:  AMCSF-X).  On an exception basis, AMCSF may request the entire package for review.

2.  Where two AMC MSCs are involved (See Figure 2):
a.  The tenant AMC organization will prepare the site plan/safety submission in cooperation with the Host Command.

b.  Forward it to the Host Command for approval at the installation level.

c.  After approval by the Host Command, the Tenant Command will approve it and forward it to the their (the Tenant’s) MSC for final AMC approval. 

d.  The MSC will approve and forward it to the Director, U.S. Technical Center for Explosives Safety (USATCES), ATTN:  SMAAC-EST, 1 C Tree Road, McAlester, OK  74501-9053 for Army-level approval and processing through the Department of Defense Explosives Safety Board (DDESB).  

e.  For each site plan/safety submission, the MSC will forward an information copy of the basic correspondence (less enclosures) and related memorandums to AMC Headquarters (ATTN:  AMCSF-X).  On an exception basis, AMCSF may request the entire package for review.

NOTE:  If a Memorandum of Agreement between two MSCs is in effect, then the Plan or Submission will be forwarded to the agreed upon MSC as stated in the MOA.  This MSC will then follow the procedures in paragraph 1.c. and 1.d. above.  

NOTE:  Only one MSC Headquarters needs to approve the site plan or safety submission in order to have an AMC-level approval.

3.  Where tenant chemical demilitarization facilities are involved (See Figure 3):

a.  The U.S. Army Program Manager for Chemical Demilitarization (USAPMCD) will prepare the site plan/safety submissions IAW AR 385-61, paragraph 5-6.  

b.  USAPMCD will forward it, with supporting documents such as hazard analyses and monitoring plans, to the Host Command for approval at the installation level.  

c.  The Host Command will review and approve site plan/safety submission.

d.  The Host Command will forward the site plan/safety submission to its MSC Headquarters for an AMC-level approval.  

e.  When approved by the MSC, the site plan and safety submission will be sent back to USAPMCD for forwarding to the Army Safety Office IAW AR 385-61.  

f.  The MSC will forward an information copy of the basic correspondence (less enclosures) and related memorandums to AMC Headquarters (ATTN:  AMCSF-X) and the Host Command.  On an exception basis, AMCSF may request the entire package for review.

4.  Where a non-AMC activity is a tenant on an AMC installation (See Figure 4) *:
a.  The Tenant organization will prepare/obtain site plan/safety submission approval IAW AR 385-64, DA Pam 385-64, and their MACOM approval procedures.

b.  Forward it to the Host (AMC) Command for approval at the installation level.  

c.  The installation will forward it through Command Channels to their respective MSC Headquarters.

c.  The MSC will approve and forward it to the Director, U.S. Technical Center for Explosives Safety (USATCES), ATTN:  SMAAC-EST, 1 C Tree Road, McAlester, OK  74501-9053 for Army-level approval and processing through the Department of Defense Explosives Safety Board (DDESB).  

d.  For each site plan/safety submission, the MSC will forward an information copy of the basic correspondence (less enclosures) and related memorandums to AMC Headquarters (ATTN:  AMCSF-X).  On an exception basis, AMCSF may request the entire package for review.

5.  Where AMC organization is a tenant on a non-AMC installation (See Figure 5) *:  

a.  The AMC organization will prepare the site plan/safety submission.

b.  Forward it through Command Channels to their respective MSC Headquarters.  

c.  The MSC will then forward it to the Host Command for further processing IAW AR 385-64, DA Pam 385-64, and the Host Command MACOM approval procedures.

c.  The MSC will forward an information copy of the basic correspondence (less enclosures) and related memorandums to AMC Headquarters (ATTN:  AMCSF-X) and the originating AMC organization.  On an exception basis, AMCSF may request the entire package for review.

*  Per agreement with ATEC, the following locations will modify their routing procedures as below:  APG, Redstone Arsenal, White Sands Missile Range.

a.  The tenant organization will prepare the site plan/safety submission.

b.  The Host Installation Commander will approve the site plan/safety submission for their MACOM.  (NOTE:  The Host Installation Commander essentially has MACOM approval authority in these cases.)

c.  The site plan/safety submission will be forwarded through the tenant organizations site plan process for final approval and submission to USATCES.  At APG and Redstone, the site plan/safety submission will be sent to DTC and at WSMR the package will be sent to ARL after Host Installation approval is obtained.

d.  NOTE:  In the case of WSMR, ARL will follow the procedures outlined in paragraph 1.c. and 1.d. above.
