 VISION STATEMEMT

The U.S. Army Operations Support Command (OSC) is committed to expanding mutually beneficial partnerships with Historically Black Colleges and Universities (HBCUs), Hispanic Serving Institutions (HSIs), Tribal Colleges and Universities (TCUs), and Minority Serving Institutions. 

MISSION

The Minority College Relations Team (MCRT) will identify and develop collaborative programs, within the OSC and its installations, that will strengthen minority colleges’ and institutions’ viability to participate in and benefit from federal programs, and enhance the OSC’s future readiness by partnering with these colleges and institutions.

GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

a. Negotiate Educational Partnerships Agreements with selected HBCUs, HSIs, TCUs, MIs.

b. Offer professional development to students through management sponsored mentoring programs.

c. Encourage DoD prime contractors to award subcontracts consistent with provisions of Public Laws 95-507/99-661 to HBCUs, HSIs, TCUs, and MIs.

d. Encourage recruitment of students and faculty for internships; cooperative education programs; summer hires; and, other programs as funds permit. 

e. Participate in Business/Industry Clusters at universities and colleges.

f. Collaborate with DA EEO Agency and HQ AMC in support of Minority College Relations Summits.

g. Invite faculty and administrators to government sponsored training and workshops.

h. Serve as advisors to enhance curriculum.

i. Encourage universities to compete for contract awards pursuant to Defense Federal Regulation Supplement 252.226.7000.

j. Support and provide Army representation at conferences of mutual benefit.

k. Partner with the Quad City Higher Education Committee to co-sponsor high school recognition ceremonies.

l. Serve as speakers on career day to support the development of students.

m. Identify and mark appropriate excess equipment (computers, typewriters, office equipment, etc.) for transfer to universities and colleges following necessary government screening. 

CONCEPT OF OPERATION

a. The Command Sergeant Major shall serve as liaison between the team and the Commanding General.

b. Membership on the team is volunteered on a part-time basis        with personnel spaces remaining with the parent organizations.  The team has the authority to request support from other personnel within the OSC to accomplish its mission.  The team is empowered to operate consistent with the five executive orders, 12876, 12900,12928, 13096, 13125, 13201, and the DA & AMC policy guidance that focus on enhancing the potential of HBCUs, HSIs, TCUs, and MIs. Travel funds needed in support of the Minority College Relations program will be centrally funded and managed by a resource manager on the team. Team members will meet with the Commanding General periodically to provide status and progress.  Centralized funds to support student educational training projects will be managed by AMSOS-HRC.
