SUBJECT:  Reserve Component (RC) Safety Issues

1.  Many of you have recently received RC security force augmentation.  Your safety program must account for their presence.  Please review your safety program to assure they address soldier’s on and off duty activities.  

2.  Unless you’ve recently conducted a Golden Cargo exercise or similar military presence, chances are you have gaps in your safety program that don’t address hazards associated with military units.  Some things to consider are:  

- PT/Troop formation policy (dedicated/off limits areas)

- Vehicle/traffic policies (around troop formations)

- Weapons handling and clearing procedures

- Ammunition issue & turn-in procedures

- Local health threats & hazardous plants/animals/insects

3.  Even if your safety program addresses these issues, an orientation briefing for soldiers and refresher training for your workforce is a good way to increase awareness.  

4.  We posted two publications from the Army Safety Center on our website to help you and RC leaders assess and control hazards.  One is an Annual Training hand book for reserve operations, and the other is a Force Protection handbook from Operation Restore Hope.
